In the case of virtual courses, you register independently with the certification body SAQ for an online
exam after the course and make an individual appointment. The exam date takes place after the
seminar. A few days before the exam date you will receive an eMail from ProctorExam (the provider of
online exams). In this eMail you will be asked to perform a system check on your device. As soon as this
system check is successfully completed, you will receive another eMail with the link to the exam. On the
agreed examination date, you log in via the examination link. During the exam you will be accompanied
and supervised online by an exam proctor.
